During his time at
Carolina, Austin was a Parr Center Ethics Fellow, an event coordinator for the Center's NHSEBAcademy
program, in addition to working as a consulting coach for the NHSEBBridge program, as well as his own high
school and others in the area. Austin’s time at the Parr Center has been marked by his creation and supervision
of NHSEB's first Student Advisory Council, as well as his many other lasting contributions to the program. We
are thrilled to award a scholarship in his honor, and to celebrate future students who will bring the spirit of the
Ethics Bowl activity to our community at Carolina.
